	2. Learning Target(s): (What will students know & be able to do as a result of this lesson?)

Perform a close read of an extended text, marking the text and writing in the margins to prepare for a Socratic Seminar. They will identify academic English vocabulary they are unfamiliar with, underline key author arguments and thesis, write questions and comments in the margin. Then complete a guided journal reflection.

	I can read an informational text on cyberbullying carefully, mark the text and write in the margins identifying key vocabulary and thoughts.

	3. Relevance/Rationale: (Why are the outcomes of this lesson important in the real world? Why are these outcomes essential for future learning?)

Exploring author intentions and arguments, then evaluating/judging them and discussing them with peers is essential to further academic study and social/political involvement throughout life. This will feed into a Socratic Seminar. 
	I can identify the author’s thesis and key arguments supporting that thesis and form judgments of the author’s viewpoint/bias, then discuss it with peers.

	4. Formative Assessment Criteria for Success: (How will you & your students know if they have successfully met the outcomes? What specific criteria will be met in a successful product/process? What does success on this lesson’s outcomes look like?)

Writing in the Margins Rubric and Marking the Text Rubrics for formative self-reflection
Success looks like a student’s extended text on Cyberbullying clearly marked and written on, with a careful journal entry reflecting understanding.
	I can complete rubrics that help me self-reflect on how carefully and successfully I am reading informational nonfiction texts.

	5. Activities/Tasks: (What learning experiences will students engage in? How will you use these learning experiences or their student products as formative assessment opportunities?)

a. First read with whole class: Highlighter activity to mark unknown vocabulary. Follow-up with different color highlighter to identify grade-level and above-grade level academic English vocabulary. Collaborative discussions with students writing brief definitions in the text for each word highlighted. Team challenge of vocabulary meanings.
b. Collaborative Re-read with pen to underline possible thesis and key arguments/points of the author. Collaborative discussion of ideas and self-correction. Complete Marking the Text Rubric and journal about results of the rubric.

c. Third read individual with pen to write questions/comments and reactions in the margins. Complete Writing in the Margins Rubric and journal results of the rubric.

d. Students write higher order questions about the text to ask peers during upcoming Socratic Seminar. Students then complete a guided journal entry about the extended text on cyberbullying.


	6. Resources/Materials: (What texts, digital resources, & materials will be used in this lesson?)

a. Text: “Is Cyberbullying a crime? Should it be?”
b. Journals, 2 different highlighters for each student, pens

c. Paper copies of both rubrics for each student 

d. Copy of Guided Journal entry to show on whiteboard for students to write a final journal entry on the text.



	7. Access for All:  (How will you ensure that all students have access to and are able to engage appropriately in this lesson? Consider all aspects of student diversity.)

a. The collaborative discussion on the vocabulary will ensure students of various levels are able to respectfully build an understanding of new academic English. Assigned groups will be heterogeneous to blend in ESL/504/IEP/Gifted/AVID students in various groups without identifying them. Additionally, reading levels will be considered when creating groups.
b. Collaborative discussions of the content and several careful readings will build comprehension with all students.

c. Self-reflective rubrics will allow students to approach consideration of self-improvement in a respectful, individualized manner. The rubrics will be required to be maintained in a portfolio, but not be graded.

d. The final guided journal will be graded with a rubric and teacher will add comments for each student to continue guiding their writing development.


	8. Modifications/Accommodations: (What curriculum modifications and/or classroom accommodations will you make for Students with Disabilities in your class? Be as specific as possible.)

a. Cooperative blended groupings
b. Highlighting guide for identifying academic English words for visual learners

c. Rubrics may be completed by individuals/peers/instructional aids/or verbally with scribing to allow each student to consider self-reflection without difficulty.
d. Co-teachers will support group discussions and provide target supports to students as needed.

e. First reading will be conducted by teachers to ensure auditory access to the text for low readers.

· How does this lesson reflect one of the “shifts” in instruction examined in Lesson 1
This assignment addresses the shift to reading: Shift #2: Reading, Writing and Speaking Grounded in Evidence from Text, (Both Literary) and Informational. It uses a current topic of interest, cyberbullying, which highly affects Middle School students and addresses their need for understanding of internet communications and the power/responsibility of using this medium of communication.

1. How did this lesson engage students in collaborative learning and enhance their collaborative learning skills?
I am not presently in a class, but am an ISS. Students will conduct collaborative discussions of academic English, author’s thesis and arguments, and later during a Socratic Seminar cite text explicitly with the best reasons the author presents. I have conducted similar activities before Socratic Seminars I have led over the past two years, and students learned the etiquette, protocols, and speech register to conduct polite, respectful discussions of informational text without digressing into arguments, opinions, or subjective emotions about the topic presented.
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
